Are you, or is someone you know, expecting a baby? Are you adopting or fostering a child?  Is there a pet already in the home?  A new little family member can be upsetting or confusing to some pets, as they’ll feel the change. 
Join us on June 17th at 6PM in the ARRI Community Room for Pet Meets Baby, an enlightening, 2-hour presentation, and learn critical steps to prepare your pets for a new baby in the home.  A baby’s motor skills, smells, and sounds are more like a wounded animal, and infants don’t look like humans to your pets.  Although we love and trust our pets and think they’re amazing, it’s important to keep in mind that they’re both natural predators and extremely curious. 
In this program, you’ll learn how to desensitize your pet(s) to prepare them for the arrival of a new baby and how to manage them when you’re able to give them only limited attention. You’ll also learn plenty of tips for helping your child learn to be pet friendly, and you’ll receive take-home materials for future reference.
This free event is great for couples, grandparents, care givers, and foster parents.  Seating will be limited, and masks are required.  Pets and children are not allowed. Presentations are currently scheduled for June 17th and August 19th.
